	Welcome to our week 2 update. A huge continued thank you to all mentors who are supporting the trainees on the Introductory placement. 
Some trainees may have completed their EYFS Enhancement on their 1st week in school, so they will be starting in their class, observing, making notes, building relationships with the children, supporting group tasks etc. Those trainees who have completed their first week in class are now ready to start building up their teaching time.

Now that trainees are becoming more familiar with classroom routines and systems at school, they will begin to jointly plan with the mentor/class teacher for groups of learners. Trainees should be guided through the planning and discuss what is being included in the plans and why. Trainees will continue to work with groups of learners, team teach and observe the class teacher whilst making notes. They should be guided and encouraged to use their PPA time effectively, and also use it to visit other classes and observe expert colleagues.

Trainees will begin to jointly plan for groups of learners and whole class teaching with support from the mentor (up to 20% of time).

	Observation of experts to support training suggestions:
Trainees can take the opportunity in week 2 to observe other expert colleagues (as directed by your mentor) in core and foundation subjects. It is worth seeing a range of subjects across the placement.
As there is a focus on SEND, we would ask that you talk with trainees about the SEND Code of Practice and how all schools and settings follow this for the provision of pupils requiring an EHCP (Educational & Health Care Plan). This will help to support the trainees to develop knowledge and understanding of such a key and pivotal school process.
