	EEF Blog - moving from 'differentiation' to adaptive teaching.
The term 'differentiation' in education has negative associations, linked to accountability-driven practices like generating multiple worksheets. NASEN raises concerns about permanent in-class groupings and potential lowered expectations. The ongoing need to support students with SEND is emphasized. The proposal to shift to 'adaptive teaching,' outlined in the Early Career Framework, advocates adjusting teaching based on responsive learning information. Strategies include maintaining high expectations, balancing content, and effective use of teaching assistants. School leaders are pivotal in fostering shared understanding, with efforts focusing on formative assessment and contextualised implementation. Questions for leaders and teachers involve addressing assumptions, ensuring awareness of adaptive teaching, and establishing a rationale for its adoption. Ongoing refinement and subject-specific considerations are integral to effective adaptive teaching practices.
Limitations: more research needed around 'adaptive teaching.' Ambiguous term for some schools who need a more tangible definition.
