	Summary: The study by Haggan and McGlynn on 168 trainee teachers in Northern Ireland underscored the importance and impact of tolerance and understanding when promoting diversity in ITE. The study advocated for a socially transformative teaching concept alongside a critical, investigative pedagogy to align policy aspirations with the realities of the classroom. The study called for better training and staff development e.g. citizenship education within ITE, which would help teachers in the classroom deal better with issues around diversity. The study concludes that concerted efforts are necessary to bridge the gap between policy intentions, ITE practices, and the evolving needs of a diverse and changing educational landscape in Northern Ireland.

                          
Limitations: a small sample size of 168 trainee teachers, predominantly Protestant, reflecting Northern Ireland's segregated school system. A more diverse sample is needed for increased efficacy.
