	Summary
 
The study assesses the impact of professional development (PD) programs on student literacy in primary schools. Meta-analysis reveals a modest enhancement in literacy, particularly with shorter PD durations combined with high-quality content. Future research advocates for coaching-based programs, highlighting their potential for better outcomes. Cost-benefit analyses are recommended to evaluate PD effectiveness. The study advocates for focusing on phonological awareness, phonics, vocabulary, fluency, and comprehension. A Weight of Evidence (WOE) analysis underscores the importance of shorter, high-quality PD. In conclusion, rigorous and standardised PD approaches are urged to align with literacy goals and maximize effectiveness.
Limitations
The sample sizes selected were small, reporting issues were troublesome and variable, and there was also variability in PD quality and content.
